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TECHNICAL DETAILS OF THE PLAYERS TOURNAMENT RANKING:

(Used for KZN, Under 23 and Country Districts players)
1. It is based on the ‘Official World Golf Ranking’ system.

2. The players ‘Average’ number of points determines the order rather than his ‘Total’ number of points as used in the past. So the need to limit the number of ‘minor’ tournaments to count is no longer necessary.

The player’s average points are determined by dividing his total point’s by the number of events he has played in. If he plays less than 5 tournaments his total is still divided by 5. The Natal Amateur Stroke play and Match play are grouped together and count as one event

In order to appear on the Players Tournament Ranking the player must compete in the relevant designated tournaments

3. Points are awarded to tournaments based on the strength of the field playing that tournament. This means that if a player wins a tournament that has a weak field he may only receive 8 points, but if he were to win an event that has a strong field he could receive 18 points.

The total points (‘point’s pool’) awarded to a tournament is determined by totaling the Players Tournament Ranking points that each player in the field has, provided that he is also in the top 50 in the current Players Tournament Ranking.

The Under 23, Porritt and NCD ‘point’s pool’ will be determined by the Players Tournament Ranking points earned by the Under 23/NCD players in the field who are in the top 50 of the Under 23/NCD Players Tournament Ranking.

Regardless of the above calculations the minimum points given to the winner of each tournament will be as follows: -

72 hole events run by the KZNGU (Closed and Open) 


- 15 points

36 hole events run by the KZNGU (Invitation, Amateur Stroke play,

 U23 Champs, NCD Champs and Porritt Memorial)

- 12 points

36 hole events not run by the KZNGU (i.e. Country District Champs.)
-   8 points

In the event of the minimum points being used, the tournaments ‘point’s pool’ will be 5 times the ‘winners’ points indicated above.

The ‘point’s pool’ calculated above will be distributed among the players as follows: -

1st      20%          4th     11%          7th          5.0%          10th      2.5%         13th     1.4%

Players who tie for positions will share the points for all of the shared positions.

4. Players points are accumulated over a 12 month ‘rolling’ period, with more recently earned points being inflated, and the value of points being reduced over the twelve month period. This has the effect of promoting players who have recent good form as opposed to players who went through a ‘good patch’ 9 months ago.

Points earned in the current calendar month, and the preceding 2 calendar months will be multiplied by 1.25.

Points earned in the 3 calendar months before that will be multiplied by 1.0, in the three calendar months before that by 0.75, and in the 3 months calendar before that by 0.5. 

Points earned more than 12 months ago fall away.

Players who are ineligible for Under 23/NCD selection due to SAGA rules, which prevent players who have represented a ‘higher’ team at Interprov level from representing Under 23/NCD, will still be awarded Under 23/NCD points that are earned. Their details will however be listed at the bottom of the relevant Players Tournament Ranking, so as not to cause any confusion.
